				Welcome to “How to Draw Cool Stuff: Holidays, Seasons and Events”; a step-by-step drawing guide that illustrates some of the most popular celebrations and experiences in our lives. By having this book in your possession, you are one step closer to exploring and drawing the traditional (and not-so-traditional) images of various festivals and observing the multiple perspectives these celebrations have to offer. There is a chapter for each month of the year, which includes a sampling of the holidays or seasonal images that happen during that time period, followed by an events chapter that focuses on some of the major occasions that can be celebrated.

				How to use this book


				This book is meant to provide challenges to artists of all levels; a tutorial for beginning artists, a guide for the intermediate artist, and inspiration for those who are advanced. The tutorials offered in this book are presented in a simple step-by-step format that start with a series of numbered tasks, beginning with showing artists how to recognize the basic shape of an object. Creating images using basic shapes simplifies the process of drawing while helping the artist to show height, width and depth in their work. Step one indicates the simplest way to begin drawing a particular image (usually with an uncomplicated geometric shape), while the last step shows the completed image (usually a series of connected shapes that are shaded in). The steps in between the first and last step break down the process of building that final image into easy-to-follow commands.

				


				While many artists need to view and follow every step of a tutorial provided in order to find success, some artists may not need to pursue each direction offered in order to draw their image. Some artists need the structure of viewing each portion of the image as it is being constructed, while others might find going through each step tedious and unnecessary. Every artist is different. Break down the lessons to be as simple as possible for you. If you believe that some of the steps are too generic or simplified, feel free to skip over those parts and start wherever you are comfortable. If you find yourself struggling, go back and peruse any steps you may have skipped over. Find the balance that is right for you and use whatever method necessary in order to accomplish your desired end result.

				When following the tutorials to create a specific image, there are a few tips to follow to ensure a successful product:

			

			
				


				• If you are a beginning artist, try not to skip any of the steps provided in each tutorial. It might appear faster to do so, but it can be far more frustrating. Please, follow the sequence in order to achieve the best result. 

				• Draw lightly. Once the basic outline is sketched, then lines can be made darker and more permanent. With a lighter hand, erasing becomes easier and fewer papers are crumpled up and thrown away. Many of the steps in each tutorial start off using guidelines that will eventually be erased, so using lighter marks is crucial in this process.

				• Many artists try to recreate an exact replica of the image they are copying. For the sake of being original, your artwork should not look exactly like the one in the book. Try to make your artwork different from the images shown by adding “extras” and more details. This makes each drawing unique and personal.

				• If a drawing seems to be too difficult or you are spending too much time on it without success, step away from it for a while. Taking breaks will allow you to come back to the work with a fresh perspective. 

				• If a lesson appears overwhelming with all of the lines and shapes and steps involved, try covering all of the steps in the tutorial except for the one you are currently working on. After you have completed that step, uncover the next and work on that. By blocking out the steps you are not working on, the artwork becomes less challenging to attempt. Continue uncovering each step one by one and adding to your artwork until it is complete. It is a simple tactic, but it works by getting you to focus on just one action at a time.

			

			
				• With a bit of time and effort, you can draw anything. Creating art is a process and you should not expect your drawing to be instantly amazing. Begin with the first step and simply build on it from there. A good work of art takes diligence, so don’t hurry through the process. Patience is necessary. Don’t rush, take your time and practice patience. Look at your artwork and figure out the lines that work and the lines that don’t, then change them as needed. Step away and take breaks as needed.

				• This book provides specific information on how to draw an image from a particular point of view. The advanced artist may want to challenge themselves by changing an image to suit their personal desired outcomes or take their art to the next level by combining images to make a unique creation. 

				Notes about shading 


				Some of these tutorials touch upon how to shade a completed image so that it appears to have shadow and depth, while other individual lessons do not discuss how this process is done. How to Draw Cool Stuff: Shading, Textures and Optical Illusions (book number two in the How to Draw Cool Stuff series) is a good resource for learning how to shade. The details of how to shade realistically using pencil pressure, light sources, highlights, mid tones, cast shadows, etc. are all discussed in book two. Please understand that while some of the tutorials in this book provide a brief explanation of the shading process, these lessons are focused more upon how to draw specific items. The shading, coloring, and ultimately completion of images is up to the discretion of the artist. 

				Like anything in life, the more you practice your art, the better your skills and knowledge will be.

				Use this book to get ideas, try new techniques and celebrate images from the world around you. “How to Draw Cool Stuff” can help to guide you through the creative thought process and provide plenty of ideas to get you started, but don’t limit yourself to the confines of the book. Check out the lessons offered, take what you like from them, then expand them into an idea that works for you. There are millions of cool things to draw out there and only a sampling can be found within these pages. The best cool stuff can be found in your imagination!

				Foreshortening, Geometric Shapes, Guidelines, Point of View, Sketchy Lines 


				


				Understand: 


				• The importance of drawing lightly when beginning a drawing.

				• Proportions and foreshortening.

				• Connecting simple geometric shapes to create the appearance of complex forms.

				


				Do:


				Using the tutorial provided, create a not-so-typical view of Baby New Year. Begin lightly drawing geometric shapes as shown and connect them to resemble the outline of a baby. Add details and erase guidelines as instructed while keeping all of the lines light. Finally, add shading and accessories to create an original representation.

				


				Baby New Year is a personification of the start of the New Year. He symbolizes the “birth” of the next year and the “passing” of the prior. Baby New Year’s purpose varies by myth, but he generally performs some sort of ceremonial duty over the course of his year, such as chronicling the year’s events or presiding over the year as a symbol. The stereotypical representation of Baby New Year is a baby boy wearing nothing more than a diaper, a top hat and a sash across his torso that shows the year he is representing.

				Vocabulary:


				Foreshortening – A way of representing a subject or an object so that it conveys the illusion of depth so that it seems to thrust forward or go back into space.

				Geometric Shapes – Any shape or form having more mathematic than organic design. Geometric designs are typically made with straight lines or shapes from geometry, including circles, ovals, triangles, rectangles.

				Guideline – A line used as a guide that instructs or directs the placement of an item.

				Point of View – A position or angle from which something is observed or considered, and the direction of the viewer’s gaze; a standpoint which is either a physical location or one in the mind.

				Sketchy Lines - Quickly drawn light lines that loosely capture the appearance or action of a place or situation.

				Understand: 


				• The cone is one of the four basic forms that appears in nature and man-made objects.

				• There are several ways to draw a realistic looking cone.

				


				Do: Create a party horn using the techniques shown.


				


				Vocabulary:


				Cone – A three-dimensional form having a surface created by a straight line (the side length) that tapers smoothly from a base to a point called the apex or vertex.

				Ellipse – A circle viewed at an angle; an oval.

				Perspective – The technique artists use to project an illusion of the three-dimensional world onto a two-dimensional surface. Perspective helps to create a sense of depth or receding space.

				Vertical - The direction going straight up and down; the opposite of (or perpendicular to) horizontal. Any orientation neither vertical nor horizontal is diagonal.

				Angle, Balance, Pattern, Perspective, Repetition, Roman Numerals

				


				Understand: 


				Placing simple geometric shapes in a specific pattern or at an angle can add to the realism and detail of an object as well as create interest and the illusion of depth.

				Do: 


				• Follow the steps provided to create a detailed “open” pocket watch based on simple geometric shape guidelines.

				• Using numbers or Roman Numerals, balance those numbers equally and in sequence around the clock face (i.e. #12 is 180 degrees from the #6).

				• Use learned 3D techniques which concentrate on perspective to convey the illusion of depth. Students will also consider size, position, detail and hue.

				


				Vocabulary:


				Angle - The figure formed by two planes diverging from a common line. “Angle” can refer to the space between such lines or surfaces, and it can also refer to a direction or point of view. 

				Perspective – The technique used to create the illusion of 3D onto a 2D surface. Perspective helps to create a sense of depth or receding space.

				Roman Numerals - The numeric system in ancient Rome, uses combinations of letters from the Latin alphabet to signify values.

				Understand: 


				• Viewing and drawing negative space in an artwork can help determine the shape of the positive space. 

				• How to indicate the passing of time in a simple image.

				


				Do: Using angles, curves and shading, follow the steps provided to create a turning calendar page. 

				


				NOTES: When drawing from life, observe the object you want to draw and determine what basic shapes/forms are needed to render the object.

				


				Vocabulary:


				Calendar - System of organizing days for social, religious, commercial or administrative purposes. This is done by giving names to periods of time, typically days, weeks, months  and years. A date is the designation of a single, specific day within such a system. Periods in a calendar (such as years and months) are usually, though not necessarily, synchronized with the cycle of the sun or the moon. Many civilizations and societies have devised a calendar, usually derived from other calendars on which they model their systems, suited to their particular needs.

				Curve – A line or edge that deviates from straightness in a smooth, continuous way.

				Guideline – A line used as a guide that instructs or directs the placement of an item.

				Negative Space - Empty space or void in an artwork.

				Know: Contour Lines, Overlapping, Pattern, Stylize

				


				Understand: 


				• How to start with a simple spiral line and build on it until it becomes a unique artwork representing a dragon.

				• Adding contour lines by “wrapping” them around tubes gives the appearance of 3D form.

				


				Do: 

				• Follow the steps provided to create a stylized dragon.

				• Use pattern and contour lines to show detail and form.

				• Shade or color as desired.

				


				Chinese Lunar New Year is a festival celebrated at the turn of the traditional Chinese calendar. The first day of the New Year falls on the new moon between January 21st and February 20th. According to legend, the beginning of the Chinese New Year started with a mythical beast called Nian who would eat people. To protect themselves, the people would put food in front of their doors at the beginning of every year in hopes that Nian would eat the food instead of the people. They would also wear red clothes, and hang red lanterns and red spring scrolls on windows and doors because they learned that Nian was afraid of the color red. From then on, Nian never came to the village again. Traditionally, red envelopes or red packets containing money are passed out during the Chinese New Year’s celebrations.

				Contour Lines – The outline or inner detail lines of an object that show form. 

				Overlapping – When one thing lies over and partly covers something else.

				Pattern – The repetition of shapes, lines or colors in a design.

				Stylize - To alter natural shapes, forms, colors, or textures in order to make a representation in a preset style or manner, rather than according to nature or tradition.

				Understand: 


				Curving elements of a design around an object in a specific pattern can create a harmonious design.

				


				Do: 


				• Follow the steps provided to create a clock face indicating the time of 12:00.

				• Using numbers or Roman Numerals, balance those numbers equally and in sequence around the clock face (i.e. #12 is 180 degrees from the #6), curving them around in a specific pattern.

				


				In the Gregorian calendar, New Year’s Eve (also known as Old Year’s Day or Saint Sylvester’s Day in many countries), the last day of the year, is on December 31. The old year ends when the clock strikes midnight and a new year begins. In many countries, New Year’s Eve is celebrated at evening social gatherings, where many people dance, eat, drink and watch or light fireworks to mark the new year. The celebrations generally go on past midnight into January 1 (New Year’s Day).

				Do: Using the tutorial provided, block out shapes on an oval form to resemble facial features. The goal is not to create a realistic artwork, but rather to make a simplified likeness.

				


				Martin Luther King, Jr. Day is an American federal holiday marking the birthday of Martin Luther King Jr. It is observed on the third Monday of January each year, which is around King’s birthday, January 15th. King was the chief spokesman for nonviolent activism in the Civil Rights Movement, which successfully protested racial discrimination in federal and state law. “I Have a Dream” is one of King’s most known public speeches in which he calls for an end to racism in the United States.

				A heart shape is a symbol of love. Barbed wire is a symbol to keep something in or out (as used on property fences). Put them together to create a “protected heart” design.

				Form – An element of art that is three-dimensional (height, width, and depth) and encloses volume.

				Overlap - When one thing lies over, partly covering something else. Depicting this is one of the most important means of conveying an illusion of depth. (Other means include varying sizes and placement on a receding plane, along with linear and aerial perspective).

				• Characteristics of a bow and arrow.

				• Connecting a series of simple geometric shapes can create a complex (organic) object.

				


				Do: 


				Follow the steps provided to create a bow and arrow drawing. Add lots of “extra’s” to make it unique.

				


				The bow and arrow is a projectile weapon system that predates recorded history and is common to most cultures. Archery is the art, practice or skill of applying it. Cupid, the god of desire, love, attraction and affection, uses a bow and arrow to wield his power. Cupid carries two kinds of arrows, one with a sharp golden point, and the other with a blunt tip of lead. A person wounded by the golden arrow is filled with uncontrollable desire, but the one struck by the lead feels aversion and desires only to flee.

				Overlapping – When one thing lies over and partly covers something else.

				Quiver - A container for arrows, bolts, or darts.

				Chocolate has been given as a gift on Valentine’s Day since the holiday has become more commercialized in America. The ingredients in chocolate contain an endorphin called phenylethylamine, which has been linked to falling in love. Chocolate has been used as a gift since the days of the Aztecs, who believed it to be a source of spiritual wisdom and energy.

				


				Vocabulary:


				Guideline – A lightly marked line used as a guide when composing a drawing.

				Overlap – When one thing lies over, partly covering something else. Depicting this is one of the most important means of conveying an illusion of depth.

				Perspective - The art of drawing solid objects on a two-dimensional surface so as to give the right impression of their height, width, depth, and position in relation to each other when viewed from a particular point.

				Three Dimensional (3D) - Having, or appearing to have, height, width, and depth.

				• Characteristics of a cartoon.

				Do: 


				Follow the steps provided to create an original Cupid cartoon character. Add lots of “extra’s” to make it unique.

				


				In classical mythology, Cupid is the god of desire, love, attraction and affection. He is often portrayed as the son of the love goddess Venus, and is known in Latin also as Amor (“Love”). His Greek counterpart is Eros.

				


				Valentine’s Day would not be complete without Cupid, the most recognized symbol of love. It is said that if Cupid shoots his arrow of love and it hits someone, that person will fall helplessly and madly in love with the next person they meet.

				


				Vocabulary:


				Cartoon – A form of two-dimensional illustrated visual art. While the specific definition has changed over time, modern usage refers to a typically non-realistic or semi-realistic drawing or painting intended for satire, caricature, or humor, or to the artistic style of such works. An artist who creates cartoons is called a cartoonist. 

				Exaggerate – Overstate, embellish; enlarge or shrink in size.

				Know: 


				Overlapping, Pattern, Repetition

				


				Understand: 


				• The elements of a pattern repeat in a predictable manner.

				• How to create the appearance of interlocking forms by using overlapping techniques and shading.

				


				Do: 


				• Create a realistic chain of interlocking links using the tips and tricks provided.

				• Loop a unique shape (such as the heart shown) through the links as a “lock” fixture.

				• Shade.

				• Erase some areas on each link to create a metallic “shine” effect.

				Overlapping – When one thing lies over and partly covers something else.

				Understand:


				• Groundhog folklore.

				• Connecting a series of simple geometric shapes can create a complex (organic) object.

				


				Do: Follow the steps provided to create a groundhog drawing. Use short dashed lines to create a “fuzzy” texture. Add lots of “extra’s” to make it unique.

				


				Extra credit for drawing the groundhog’s shadow!

				


				Groundhog Day is celebrated every year on February 2nd. According to folklore, if it is cloudy when a groundhog emerges from its burrow on this day and he does not see his shadow, then spring will come early. If it is sunny on this day, the groundhog will supposedly see its shadow and retreat back into its burrow, and the winter weather will persist for six more weeks.

				


				Modern customs of the holiday involve celebrations where early morning festivals are held to watch the groundhog emerging from its burrow.

				


				Vocabulary:


				Overlapping - When one thing lies over and partly covers something else.

				Texture - The surface quality or “feel” of an object. Textures may be actual or simulated. Actual textures can be felt with the fingers, while simulated textures are suggested by an artist in an artwork.
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				HUMAN HEART


				


				Know: 


				The human heart is a muscle that sends blood around your body, giving it the oxygen it needs. The average human heart pumps about 70 milliliters of blood body with every beat. That’s about 5 liters every minute or about 7,200 liters every day.

				


				Understand: The major parts of the human heart.

				


				Do:  Students will draw their own “non traditional” Valentine heart and label the major parts. 

				


				NOTE: 

				• There are many different angles and views of the human heart. This is just one of them!

				• If you choose to draw this and send it to someone in place of a traditional Valentine, make sure the recipient has a good sense of humor!

				


				Vocabulary:


				Heart – A muscular organ about the size of a closed fist that lies left of the chest and functions as the body’s circulatory pump.

				Inferior vena cava – The large vein that carries deoxygenated blood from the lower half of the body into the right atrium of the heart, also known as the posterior vena cava.

				Left atrium – One of four chambers in the heart that receives oxygenated blood from the pulmonary veins and pumps it into the left ventricle via the mitral valve. 

				Pulmonary artery – Carries deoxygenated blood from the heart to the lungs.

				Pulmonary veins - Large blood vessels that receive oxygenated blood from the lungs and drain into the left atrium of the heart. There are four pulmonary veins; two from each lung.

				Right atrium - One of four chambers in the heart. It receives deoxygenated blood and pumps it into the right ventricle through the tricuspid valve.

				Right/Left ventricle – One of two large chambers that collect and expel blood received from an atrium towards the peripheral beds within the body and lungs.

				Superior vena cava – Vein that carries deoxygenated blood from the upper half of the body to the heart’s right atrium.

				Know: Geometric Shapes, Simplifying objects

				


				Understand: 


				• Characteristics of the United States mainland.

				• Looking at a detailed object in small sections can make it easier to re-create.

				


				Do:  Follow the steps to create an outline of the United States mainland in honor of Presidents Day. Embellish with shading, color or designs.

				


				Washington’s Birthday is a United States federal holiday celebrated on the third Monday of February in honor of George Washington, the first President of the United States. Colloquially, it is widely known as Presidents Day and is often an occasion to remember all the presidents, not just George Washington or Abraham Lincoln, whose birthday is also in February. The term “Presidents Day” was coined in a deliberately attempt to change the holiday into one honoring multiple presidents.

				


				The day is also a state holiday in most states with official names including Presidents’ Day, President’s Day and Washington’s and Lincoln’s Birthday. Depending upon the specific law, the state holiday might celebrate officially Washington alone, Washington and Lincoln, or some other combination of U.S. presidents. Some states celebrate Washington and the third president Thomas Jefferson but not Lincoln.

				


				NOTE: The lines and curves used to create the mainland shown in this tutorial are not exact – they offer a general outline of the shape of the United States. Simplified outlines are often used in art so the viewer can understand what is seen without the need for extreme detail.

				


				Vocabulary:

				Easter (or Resurrection Sunday) is a festival and holiday celebrating the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, described in the New Testament as having occurred on the third day of his burial after his crucifixion by Romans at Calvary c. 30 AD. It is the culmination of the Passion of Christ, preceded by Lent (or Great Lent), a forty-day period of fasting, prayer and penance. The Christian Cross, seen as a representation of the instrument of the crucifixion of Jesus, is the best-known symbol of Christianity. The cross is a symbol of the atonement and reminds Christians of God’s love in sacrificing his own son for humanity. It represents Jesus’ victory over sin and death, since it is believed that through his death and resurrection he conquered death itself. Easter and the holidays that are related to it are moveable feasts and they do not fall on a fixed date in the Gregorian or Julian calendars which follow only the cycle of the sun; rather, its date is determined on a lunisolar calendar. The Easter lily is often used as a symbol of the resurrection. For a tutorial on drawing the lily, please see “Lily” in Chapter 5.

Players on the batting team take turns hitting against the pitcher of the fielding team, which tries to prevent runs by getting hitters out in any of several ways. A player on the batting team who reaches a base safely can later attempt to advance to subsequent bases during teammates’ turns batting, such as on a hit or by other means. The teams switch between batting and fielding whenever the fielding team records three outs. One turn batting for both teams, beginning with the visiting team, constitutes an inning. A game comprises nine innings, and the team with the greater number of runs at the end of the game wins. Baseball is the only major team sport in America with no game clock, although almost all games end in the ninth inning.

				Baseball season starts around April and ends around the month of October.

The Jewish people celebrate Passover as a commemoration of their liberation by God from slavery in Egypt and their freedom as a nation under the leadership of Moses. It is traditional for Jewish families to gather on the first night of Passover (first two nights in communities outside the land of Israel) for a special dinner called a Seder. A Seder Plate filled with symbolic items is used during this celebration. Three whole Matzo (unleavened bread) are placed under the plate and six items are arranged on top, each one reminding us of the Passover Story.

				


				The matzo (matzot) are symbolic of the three castes of Jews: Priests, Levites, and Israelites. A Beitzah (hard-boiled egg) is placed on the plate as a symbol of mourning. The Zeroah (roasted bone) is a visual reminder of sacrifice. The Chazeret (romaine lettuce) is the first portion of bitter herbs eaten to represent the bitterness and harshness of the slavery the Hebrews endured in Egypt.  The Maror (horseradish root) is the second bitter herb used. The Karpas can be a small slice of onion, boiled potato or sprig of parsley. This is dipped into salt water at the beginning of the Seder, representing the salty tears cried. The Charoset (mixture of chopped apple, walnuts and red wine) is placed on the plate to resemble bricks and mortar used by the Hebrew slaves to build the storehouses or pyramids of Egypt.

				TIPS WHEN SHADING:


				First, lightly press down on the areas of the artwork that have the deepest shadows. This is just the beginning process so there is no need to add dark shadows quickly. By keeping the initial shading somewhat light, erasing mistakes or erasing areas to create highlights will be much simpler. Continue to darken each petal with a layer of shade and use your value scale as a guide. This will help the tones remain consistent throughout the shading process. As the shading deepens, the original outline of the drawing should disappear. Objects in real life don’t have a solid outline around them, simply just a change in value. The same goes for a realistic drawing; don’t darken the outline, darken the shadows.

				Tip: When creating hand drawn letters; use a stencil, your best cursive, bubble or block letters. Anything but “stick” letters will look fancy. Different shades of the same color make this design really pop if you decide to add color.

				Gently grip the pencil loosely and keep it moving. Long, fluid strokes are a great way to “warm up” for a drawing. Start by drafting the core action by quickly sketching the major movements, then fill out the rest of the figure.

				Don’t think too much about what is being drawn. There are no mistakes in gesture drawing. If a line happens to be drawn in an unwanted area, just leave it move on to another area. There is no need to erase anything – the goal is not a perfect rendering, just a general idea of the figure.

				Keep drawing. Use long, quick, overlapping lines to indicate basic shapes. No need to lift the pencil off of the paper.

				Not only should you not stop drawing, but you should also not keep drawing in any one place for too long. Keep the pencil moving!

				Limit the time spent on each drawing. Set a timer if needed. Drawings are created quickly, usually as short as a few seconds or as long as five minutes.

				Why a tie? A neck tie is a traditional gift for Dad’s on Father’s Day. Draw him one instead of buying one!

				


				TIPS WHEN SHADING:

				First, lightly press down on the areas of the artwork that have the deepest shadows. This is just the beginning process so there is no need to add dark shadows quickly. By keeping the initial shading somewhat light, erasing mistakes or erasing areas to create highlights will be much simpler. Continue to darken each petal with a layer of shade and use your value scale as a guide. This will help the tones remain consistent throughout the shading process. As the shading deepens, the original outline of the drawing should disappear. Objects in real life don’t have a solid outline around them, simply just a change in value. The same goes for a realistic drawing; don’t darken the outline, darken the shadows.

				• The significance of the stars and stripes on the American Flag.

				Do:  

				Create your choice of flag to celebrate flag day. Follow the tutorial for the basics then add lots of “extra’s” to make it unique.

				In the United States, Flag Day is celebrated on June 14th. It commemorates the adoption of the flag of the United States, which happened on that day in 1777 by resolution of the Second Continental Congress.

				The national flag of the United States of America, often referred to as the American flag, consists of thirteen equal horizontal stripes of red (top and bottom) alternating with white, with a blue rectangle in the canton (referred to specifically as the “union”) bearing fifty small, white, five-pointed stars arranged in nine offset horizontal rows of six stars (top and bottom) alternating with rows of five stars. The 50 stars on the flag represent the 50 states of the United States of America, and the 13 stripes represent the thirteen British colonies that declared independence from the Kingdom of Great Britain, and became the first states in the Union.

				TIPS:

				There are 13 stripes in the American Flag. The union portion (blue rectangle) is seven stripes tall and approximately 2/5 the length of the flag. When hanging a flag vertically, the union portion should always be in the upper left hand corner. There are 11 vertical columns of stars and 9 rows alternating with 6 and 5 stars in each row. The top row begins with 6 stars, the second row had 5, the third has 6 and so on. If adding color, the stars are white, union portion rectangle is blue and the stripes alternate between red and white (starting with red on the top stripe).

				


				Vocabulary:


				Drapery - Cloth or a representation of cloth arranged to hang in folds. This may be a curtain or a costume, or fabric used as a cover or as an object arranged as a passage in a composition. Just as the study of various means to representing the human figure is essential in the development of an artist’s skills, so is the study of ways to represent drapery. Each is composed of curving surfaces reflecting gradations of colors. Each is essentially a set of loose folds of varying sizes, among which are occasional creases. 				Summer vacation (also called summer holiday or summer break) is a school holiday in summer between school years and is the longest break in the school year. Students and instructors are not attending school during this break which lasts typically between six and fourteen weeks, depending on the country and district.

				• Items in the foreground should appear larger and lower on the page. Items in the back ground should appear smaller and higher on the page.

				• Add a background with clouds and flying bird shapes to fill in blank areas.

				• Add dots on the ground for a sandy texture.

				• Follow the curve of the water line several times to indicate waves.

				• Add curved lines to create motion ripples around floating or standing objects in the water.

				The backwards “S” shape is used to make the scroll more visible on the left. Draw a regular elongated “S” shape on the right to do the opposite.

				Add cracks and uneven shading to age the appearance of the document.

				Draw long scribble lines to indicate small text. These should follow the contour of the upper and lower vertical lines of the scroll to appear realistic.

				Draw several overlapping rolls on each scroll for the appearance of a long, rolled document.

				A carousel or merry-go-round is an amusement ride consisting of a rotating circular platform with seats for riders. The “seats” are traditionally in the form of rows of wooden horses or other animals mounted on posts, many of which are moved up and down by gears to simulate galloping, to the accompaniment of looped circus music. In North America and Mainland Europe, carousels typically go counterclockwise while in the United Kingdom, merry-go-rounds usually turn clockwise. One possible reason for carousels in the US turning anti-clockwise may be so that the rider can use their right hand to catch a brass ring. Another possible reason for the reverse direction was in rebellion to the King of England in the early days.

Crabs vary in size from the pea crab, a few millimeters wide, to the Japanese spider crab, with a leg span of up to 13 feet. There are roughly 4,500 known species of crabs, however, hermit crabs, king crabs, porcelain crabs and horseshoe crabs are not true crabs.

				A kite is a toy consisting of a light frame with thin material stretched over it, flown in the wind at the end of a long string. Flying a kite is great fun on a windy day. It’s also very relaxing. So ditch those video games, get off the couch, and go fly a kite!

Normally, lobsters develop front claws of two types: the bulkier crusher claw and the leaner pincher claw. Highly prized as seafood, lobsters are economically important, and are often one of the most profitable commodities in coastal areas they populate. When a lobster is cooked, its shell’s will change from a deep blue green color to an orange/red.

Acorns vary from 1–6 cm long and 0.8–4 cm broad. Acorns take between 6 and 24 months (depending on the species) to mature. 

				


				Acorns fall off their parent trees when they mature, which typically occurs between September and early November in the United States. The exact time of maturation varies slightly with different types of oak trees.

				September is Classical Music Month. Classical music is art music produced or rooted in the traditions of Western music and encompasses a broad span of time from roughly the 11th century to the present day. The most outstanding characteristic of classical music is that the repertoire tends to be written down in musical notation, creating a musical part or score. This score typically determines details of rhythm, pitch and how the various parts are coordinated. The symphony orchestra is the most widely known medium for classical music and includes (but is not limited to) members of the string, woodwind, brass, and percussion families of instruments.

				


				NOTE: The staff and symbols used in this tutorial are decorative and intended to be used as a design. Traditional staffs consist of parallel lines and do not appear to recede into the background.

				


				Vocabulary:


				Line - A mark with length and direction. An element of art which refers to the continuous mark made on some surface by a moving point. Types of line include: vertical, horizontal, diagonal, straight or ruled, curved, bent, angular, thin, thick or wide, interrupted (dotted, dashed, broken, etc.), blurred, parallel, hatching and spiraling. One celebrates both paternal and maternal grandparents.

				


				The impetus for a National Grandparents Day originated with Marian McQuade, a housewife in Fayette County, West Virginia. Her primary motivation was to champion the cause of lonely elderly in nursing homes. She also hoped to persuade grandchildren to tap the wisdom and heritage their grandparents could provide. President Jimmy Carter, in 1978, proclaimed that National Grandparents Day would be celebrated every year on the first Sunday after Labor Day.

				Rosh Hashanah is the Jewish New Year. It is the first of the High Holy Days which usually occur in the early autumn of the Northern Hemisphere. Rosh Hashanah customs include sounding the shofar (a hollowed-out ram’s horn) and eating symbolic foods such as apples dipped in honey to evoke a “sweet new year”. Rosh Hashanah is a two-day celebration, which begins on the first day of Tishrei. Tishrei is the first month of the Jewish civil year, but the seventh month of the ecclesiastical year.

				Yom Kippur, also known as Day of Atonement, is the holiest day of the year for the Jewish people. Its central themes are atonement and repentance. Jewish people traditionally observe this holy day with an approximate 25-hour period of fasting and intensive prayer, often spending most of the day in synagogue services. Yom Kippur is “the tenth day of the seventh month” (Tishrei) and is regarded as the “Sabbath of Sabbaths”. Rosh Hashanah is the first day of that month according to the Hebrew calendar. Yom Kippur completes the annual period known in Judaism as the High Holy Days that commences with Rosh Hashanah.

Include a simplified image as part of that pattern to create a point of interest or hidden design. Blend the “secret” image into the animal so it looks like a natural fur pattern. On close inspection, the image will be revealed. Put the cat (or other animal of your choice) in a scene or add other items to create more interest or diversion from the “secret” pattern.

				


				IDEAS: This tutorial shows the image of a ghost on the cat’s forehead, however, there are many other “secret” patterns that can be hidden on the animal of your choice including: a short word or set of numbers, someone’s name or initials, the contour of a specific country or state, a flag pattern, a simple flower, a religious symbol, a product logo, a peace symbol, the yin yang icon, a simplified face or jack-o-lantern style eyes/nose/mouth, a fleur de lis, superhero logos (batman or superman), the anarchy symbol, gender symbols, music notes, dove, clover, lightning bolt, dollar sign, Asian symbols, etc.

				Halloween, or All Hallows’ Eve, is a celebration observed in a number of countries every year on October 31st. Halloween activities include trick-or-treating, attending costume parties, decorating, carving pumpkins into jack-o’-lanterns, lighting bonfires, apple bobbing, playing pranks, visiting haunted attractions, telling scary stories and watching horror films. Halloween costumes are traditionally modeled after supernatural figures such as vampires, monsters, ghosts, skeletons, witches, and devils. Over time, the costume selection has extended to include popular characters from fiction, celebrities, and generic archetypes such as ninjas and princesses.

Let it dry completely and then draw a silhouetted scene on top of it. Fill in the silhouettes with black marker. Colors that would complement a Halloween scene are oranges and yellows or blues and purples.

				Ice Hockey is a contact team sport played on ice, usually in a rink, in which two teams of skaters use their sticks to shoot a vulcanized rubber puck into their opponent’s net to score points. Ice hockey teams usually consist of four lines of three forwards, three pairs of defense-men, and two goal-tenders. Normally, each team has five players who skate up and down the ice trying to take the puck and score a goal against the opposing team. Teams normally have a goaltender as their sixth on-ice player, whose job is to prevent the puck from entering the goal. A fast-paced physical sport (leading to the nickname “The Fastest Game on Earth”), hockey is most popular in areas of North America (particularly Canada and the northern United States) and Europe. In North America, the National Hockey League (NHL) is the highest level for men’s hockey and the most popular.  Hockey season starts around October and ends around the month of April.

				A jack-o’-lantern is a carved pumpkin associated with the holiday of Halloween. The top of the pumpkin is cut off to form a lid and the inside flesh is scooped out. An image (usually a monstrous or comical face) is carved out of the rind to expose the hollow interior. To create the lantern effect, a light source is placed within before the lid is closed. The light source is traditionally a flame such as a candle or tea light, but artificial jack-’o-lanterns with electric lights are also marketed. It is common to see jack-o’-lanterns on doorsteps and otherwise used as decorations prior to and on Halloween.

				


				For the tips on drawing a basic pumpkin, see “pumpkin” in the November chapter.

Add “Extra’s” like fur texture, whiskers, collar, etc. Shade to indicate form or pattern. Erase areas for highlights.

				


				National Cat Day was founded by animal welfare advocate Colleen Paige. It is a celebration that takes place on October 29th, every year in the United States. The National Cat Day website states that the holiday was first celebrated in 2005, “to help galvanize the public to recognize the number of cats that need to be rescued each year and also to encourage cat lovers to celebrate the cat(s) in their life for the unconditional love and companionship they bestow upon us.” The day is supported by the American Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals, a nonprofit organization which also works to encourage pet adoption. 

				International Cat Day was created on August 8th, 2002 by the International Fund for Animal Welfare. World Cat Day is celebrated on February 17th in much of Europe and on March 1st, in Russia.

				Día de Muertos (Day of the Dead) is a Mexican holiday celebrated throughout Mexico and by people of Mexican ancestry living in other places, especially the United States. The multi-day holiday focuses on gatherings of family and friends to pray for and remember friends and family members who have died, and help support their spiritual journey. People go to cemeteries to be with the souls of the departed and build private altars containing the favorite foods and beverages, as well as photos and memorabilia, of the departed. The intent is to encourage visits by the souls, so the souls will hear the prayers and the comments of the living directed to them. Celebrations can take a humorous tone, as celebrants remember funny events and anecdotes about the departed.

				Plymouth Rock is the traditional site of disembarkation of William Bradford and the Mayflower Pilgrims who founded Plymouth Colony in 1620. It is an important symbol in American history. Thirty-five of the Pilgrims were members of the radical English Separatist Church and traveled to America to escape the jurisdiction of the Church of England, which they found corrupt. Ten years earlier, English persecution had led a group of Separatists to flee to Holland in search of religious freedom.

This could also be created to stand out in other ways such as the addition of color, sharp focus, isolation, placement, size, contrast, leading lines and convergence.

				


				TIP: To create more interest and movement, chose an area of the artwork to be the focal point that is not directly in the center.

Many believe the pilgrims had turkey on that first Thanksgiving, although it is much more likely that cod, seal, lobster, venison, and other fowl, were served at the very first feast, not turkey.

				There are many different reasons why candles are associated with Christmas including the use of candles during winter solstice celebrations as a way of remembering that spring will come soon. One of the earliest records of candles being used at Christmas is from the middle ages, where a large candle was used to represent the star of Bethlehem. Jesus is often called “The Light of the World” which may have started the custom of the Advent Crown and Advent Candles. Candles were also originally used to decorate Christmas trees until safer electric lights were invented. The tradition of placing a lighted Christmas candle at the window dates back to the Medieval era. A legend told that on Christmas Eve the Christ Child wandered throughout the world, looking for places where he would be welcomed. People placed a lighted Christmas candle in the window as a sign that He would be welcome in their home. From this custom another tradition of Christians arose which was to welcome into their homes all who knocked at their doors on Christmas Eve.

				The nutcracker and toy soldiers are characters from The Nutcracker and the King of Mice, written by E.T.A. Hoffman in 1816. In this holiday tale, toys, including toy soldiers, come to life when the clock strikes midnight.

				


				Poinsettias came from southern Mexico to America in 1828. It is said that the plant is as a symbol of the Star of Bethlehem, the heavenly body that led the three wise men, to the place where Christ was born. A Mexican legend tells of a girl who could only offer weeds as a gift to Jesus on Christmas Eve. When she brought the weeds into a church, they blossomed into the beautiful red plants we know as poinsettias.

				Kids around the world have been leaving milk and cookies out on Christmas Eve for centuries. The cookies are the fuel that keeps Santa going during his long day. The tradition of leaving cookies for Santa has several origins. The tradition could be linked to the feast of St. Nicholas when children would leave food and drink for the saint and his attendants. It could also be related to the history of the Christmas tree. In Germany, the people would decorate what they called a paradise tree with apples, wafers and cookies. This German tradition would merge with Christianity and become the basis for our modern Christmas tree. Santa would often snack on the delicious decorations. Leaving cookies and milk for Santa could be linked to Norse mythology where people would leave hay and treats for Odin’s eight legged horse Sleipner in hopes the god would stop by their home during his Yule hunting adventures. This tradition was handed down to Dutch children who would leave treats out for Father Christmas’ horse. It also could have started at the time of the Great Depression by parents wanting to inspire their children to share with others, especially during a time of great need. Now kids happily leave cookies and milk for Santa…and often a carrot for his reindeer to share, knowing in the morning there will be just a few crumbs on the plate and an empty glass signifying that the jolly old man enjoyed his treat!

				In 168 B.C.E. the Jewish Temple in Jerusalem was seized by Syrian-Greek soldiers and dedicated to the worship of the god Zeus. The Jews regained control and returned to the Temple, determined to purify it by burning ritual oil in the Temple’s menorah for eight days. There was only one day’s worth of oil left in the Temple. They lit the menorah anyway and to their surprise the small amount of oil lasted the full eight days. This is the miracle of the Hanukkah oil that is celebrated every year when Jews light the menorah. On each night of Hanukkah a new branch is lit. The ninth holder, called the shamash (“helper” or “servant”), is for a candle used to light all other candles and/or to be used as an extra light. To be kosher, the shamash must be offset on a higher or lower plane than the main eight candles or oil lamps. The look of the modern menorah can vary but usually holds the same basic design.

				A nativity scene or crèche (also known as a manger scene) is the special exhibition of figures representing the scene of the birth of Jesus. It began with Mary and Joseph, who had to travel from Nazareth to register for a census ordered by the Roman emperor, Caesar Augustus. When Joseph and Mary arrived to the city of Bethlehem, they stayed in a stable there were no rooms available at the inn. On that night, Jesus was born. There was no crib, so he was placed in a manger. An angel appeared to some shepherds in the fields who hurried into Bethlehem to visit the newborn. Later, wise men, or magi, from eastern countries saw a star in the sky that signaled the birth of a Jesus. They followed the star, found the new family and presented the Savior with gifts of gold, frankincense and myrrh. The traditional nativity scene depicts Jesus, Mary, Joseph, the Shepherds, wise men and animals in the stable.

				Fun Fact: We celebrate Jesus’ birth on Christmas, but no one really knows what day Jesus was born, or even exactly what year. In 336 A.D., the Western Church, based in Rome, chose December 25th to celebrate Christmas, meaning “Christ’s Mass.” The Eastern Church chose January 6th. The day was named Epiphany, meaning “appearance.” Eventually the period from December 25th to January 6th became known as the Twelve Days of Christmas.

				Tips: Use double sided tape or roll up a piece of scotch tape when adhering items into place. The tape should be hidden from view at all angles to look clean and neat.

				Any paper will work well, however, card stock is thicker and seems more official.

				These images can be used to create a homemade baby shower, announcement or welcome to the world card. See “Pop-up Greeting Card” tutorial in the December chapter to create a 3D baby themed greeting card.

				In some countries, a baby shower is a way to celebrate the pending or recent birth of a child by presenting gifts to the mother at a party. Traditionally, baby showers are given only for the family’s first child and only women are invited. The baby shower is typically arranged and hosted by a close friend or member of the family. When a baby shower is held after the birth of a baby, an invitation to attend the shower may be combined with a baby announcement. Guests bring small gifts for the expectant mother. Typical gifts related to babies include diapers, blankets, baby bottles, clothes, and toys. It is common to open the gifts during the party. The term shower is often assumed to mean that the expectant mother is “showered” with gifts. The related custom bridal shower may have derived its name from the custom in Victorian times for the presents to be put inside a parasol, which when opened would “shower” the bride-to-be with gifts.

				Bar Mitzvah (for boys) and Bat Mitzvah (for girls) are Jewish coming of age rituals. Bar is a Jewish Babylonian Aramaic word literally meaning “son”, while bat means “daughter” in Hebrew. Mitzvah means “commandment” or “law”, thus bar mitzvah and bat mitzvah literally translate to “son of commandment” and “daughter of commandment”. Reaching the age of bar or bat Mitzvah (usually the age of thirteen) signifies becoming a full-fledged member of the Jewish community with the responsibilities that come with it.

				Bar and Bat mitzvah festivities typically include a celebratory meal with family, friends, and members of the community. These parties are often lavish affairs held at hotels and country clubs with hundreds of guests.

				Can girls wear yarmulkes? Notice how the girl in the tutorial is not wearing a yarmulke (head covering cap). According to Jewish law, men (but not women) should have their heads covered while at prayer. Today, many women choose to have their heads covered while praying and opt to wear a yarmulke.

Once the text has been drawn, add lots of extra’s to make your cake one-of-a-kind!

				• Leave at least 2 spaces between each word and ½ to 1 full column space between each letter so the words will be easier to read.

				• Go over your letters in marker after you draw them in pencil so they stand out.

				• Create one letter per column but use two columns for wider letters like “M” and “W”

				• Draw a guideline for the top of each line of text and the bottom. The more lines of text you have, the more challenging this will be.

There is a medically approved class of therapy animals, mostly dogs or cats,  that are brought to visit confined humans. 				TIPS WHEN SHADING:


				First, lightly press down on the areas of the artwork that have the deepest shadows. This is just the beginning process so there is no need to draw too dark too quickly. By keeping the initial shading somewhat light, erasing areas of highlight or mistakes will be much simpler. Continue to darken the outer edges of each petal and use your value scale as a guide. This will help the tones remain consistent throughout the shading process. As the shading deepens, the original outline of the drawing should disappear. Objects in real life don’t have a solid outline around them, simply just a change in value. The same goes for a realistic drawing; don’t darken the outline, darken the shadows.

				Astrology is the study of the movements and relative positions of celestial objects as a means for divining information about human affairs and terrestrial events. Some people believe that on the basis of image analysis of the sky, or the position of the planets at the moment of birth, astrology can give us a glimpse of a person’s basic characteristics, preferences, flaws and fears. There are 12 zodiac signs, each with its own strengths and weaknesses, its own specific traits, desires and attitude towards life and people. 

				Zodiac signs are usually recognizable images of animals, people or objects. The Zodiac symbols are simple marks made to represent these images.

Research pictures online, go out into the world and take photos, or just observe the things around you. Experiencing images in the world around us can help us develop a better perspective. 				• Some days we might not want to even attempt to be artistic. That is understandable, but don’t let yourself be unmotivated for too long. Creating art is a process. We all have days where ideas and creativity come easily and other days where we have an “artist’s block.” In cases like this, I want to encourage you to just take the first step. Prepare to start your creativity or brainstorm for it. This might be the catalyst that opens the door to your ingenuity and embolden you to do more. That first step can be quite easy, and all you need to do is take it.

				


				• On occasion, every artist (myself included) may get frustrated and want to give up. That is ok. We are human and don’t always feel inspired to create. Give yourself a break and don’t force something that doesn’t come naturally to you.

				


				• However... as a great artist, always push yourself for more – going beyond the comfort zone is how we learn! When you are feeling adventurous, experiment with different mediums or add more details than you would normally. Change something about your work. Draw something much more detailed than usual or simplify it. Create an interesting focal point or add an unexpected background color or scene. This experimentation makes each work of art unique and personal. It could also be the start of a new style or provide the motivation you need to invigorate your designs.

				If you make a mistake that you think you cannot fix, don’t throw your artwork away. Instead try and work with it. Oftentimes, the little “mistake” you made will not be noticeable to anyone but you. If the mark you do not like is a large drip or obvious smudge, add more drips or smudges so it looks like you made them on purpose. Your artwork can become even more interesting with the so-called “mistakes” than without.


			

			
				• Everyone works at a different pace and every artist will find varying levels of success when drawing. Even when artists draw the same item over and over, the results will always vary. Keep this in mind when you feel like you are spending too much time on a particular area of your work and not finding success.

				


				• If all of your attempts at creating seem to be preventing you from achieving success, you may want to “cheat” a bit. This may involve tracing an artwork you just can’t seem to render to your liking or copying an already existing pattern. Just be sure to add your own unique twist by throwing in unexpected colors or adding “extras” that no one would expect.  

				


				• If you do decide to copy a style or trace an existing artwork by another artist, you are still being creative. Believe it or not, you are not just mindlessly copying what you see. Artists learn by repeating or following the lines of other works, enhancing their creativity and artistic confidence while gaining powerful tools for understanding what goes in to creating visual works. Indeed, artists are actually re-training their brains to see in a different way. This can allow you to express yourself and become competent, savvy, literate, imaginative, creative and perceptive in both art and life. 

				


				• When drawing from an image or from life, it is easier to see your object in terms of simple shapes within a complex object. Almost every tangible object can be broken down into a combination of simple geometric shapes. Combined together, these shapes can be a guideline for a more detailed and recognizable drawing. Learn to see these shapes in order to train your brain to see as an artist sees.

				• Also, when drawing from photos, try blocking out the information you don’t need. In other words, cover all of the parts of the picture with blank pieces of paper except for the small area that you want to focus on, drawing only the area that is exposed. After that step is finished, uncover the next small area and work on that. By blocking out the steps you are not working on, the artwork becomes less challenging to attempt. Continue uncovering each area one by one and adding to your artwork until it is complete. It is a simple tactic, but it works by getting you to focus on just one action at a time.

				


				• Instant gratification should not be in your art vocabulary. Most works of art take time, patience and effort to complete. Pace yourself and observe your work and the subject you are using as a reference. Don’t rush.

				


				• Stick with it. It is easy to be motivated but not always as easy to stay disciplined. Many artists give up because they see how far they have to go to complete a work, not how much success they have had thus far. 				Another simple yet effective tip is to draw lightly. Start with a light, sketchy outline of your image and add more detail as the drawing progresses. Once you have a basic outline and a few details, you can then make lines darker and more permanent (depending on what medium is being used). Switching from drawing with a heavy hand to a lighter touch can be tough, but the struggle is worth it once you see the benefits. Erasing becomes easier and fewer papers are crumpled up and thrown away. Also, sketchy lines are looser and can be interpreted differently than deeper lines.

				• Don’t be too concerned with trying to make your drawing look just like the photo you are copying or the idea you have in your head. Your unique (and sometimes imperfect) approach is what will make the artwork engaging and beautiful. If your drawing doesn’t look “perfect”, that’s OK! Perfect is boring.

				


				• Try different and unusual angles to grab your audience’s attention.

				


				• Make your artwork look even more realistic by adding shading. How to Draw Cool Stuff: Shading, Textures and Optical Illusions” is a great tool to help you take your drawing to a new level of realism. One of the techniques discussed is blending your pencil marks to create the illusion of depth. When done properly, the technique of smudging an artwork with a finger or blending stump to create shadows can be a quick and effective way to add depth. This can be an acceptable practice, just beware of making mud! Rubbing too much will cause all of those fine lines and contrasting shades to become the same muddled, flat gray tone. This takes the depth away from a drawing and makes the work appear less detailed. For best results when shading with the finger rub technique, only smudge a little!

				


				• Want your artwork to look even more professional? Draw your object large, then shrink it on the copier using the photo setting. The details and lines appear finer and your work looks more detailed. A great trick to try!

				


				• Finally, don’t worry about what other people’s artwork looks like. Remember: everyone can draw, but no one can draw exactly like you. That is what makes your art so special. If we all drew exactly the same way, art would be boring and there would be no point to it. Look at the way your artwork comes out after you finish and compare it to your own previous work. You will probably be impressed with yourself!
