So there I was, at San Diego Comic Con, king of all places to
celebrate being a comic geek and I couldn’t get my hands on a copy of
issue 196! (really not into the digital downloads, I want a hard copy, a
REAL comic!) Savage Dragon 196 shipped the week of SDCC this year
and only one booth had that week’s pull but nary a copy of SD 196 did
they receive! Crime! The irony did not escape me, and I had been really
looking forward to getting a copy at the show since I knew you would
also be signing and I could add this to the stack.

Long story short, I was thrilled to have you sign the last year’s worth
or so of issues I brought (minus 196 now) but what a unique experience
when you offered to let me read your personal on hand copy of 196 right
there in the Image booth!

It didn’t really hit me until afterwards what a surreal experience it was
reading a new issue for the first time sitting next to you. Having you look
over when I gasped or laughed and asking what was “funny” etc... was a
really cool comic reading and was one of my favorite SDCC moments.

So not only did I get to enjoy 196 in your company, but what an issue
it is! (and of course I did buy my copy at my LCBS, couldn’t not support
the book after all, even with the free read!) The new bold direction is
feeling more and more like the great old direction, just now with Malcolm
in the driver’s seat. Hearing him ask the oncoming Vicious Circle thugs
coming to kill him if they would help him out of his chains was a true
Dragon moment. Malcolm has really earned his fin.

It is also so nice to get back to the Bellco Chemicals sub plot left
hanging from 154. And before jumping in on that, from a 20 foot
distance, this plot point is really a great example of the current duality
of the book. New readers jumping onto Malcolm’s adventures have
everything they need to know about Bellco to be on board. And long time
readers have a payoff. We’ve met Zelda in 139, and in fact the “Funky
Head Guys” (as Malcolm called them once) have been running around
the Dragon verse for 50 issues or so; throwing Thunderhead out of his
office in 171, attacking Malcolm and Angel in 170 and being involved
in all of the previous attacks on Bellco in 138. It is a reflection on your
writing skills to find ways to give long term readers a deeper payoff while
simultaneously making plot threads current and uncomplicated for new
readers.

I’ve also wondered if the plethora of big thugs pushing over buildings
is also linked to a Bellco agenda. Maybe to clear old poor neighborhoods
illegally? “T don’t know why these stupid monsters keep going nuts and
knocking over buildings but we’ve got to stop this guy!”. The big red guy
that pushed over PJ’s apartment, Tantrum etc... Bellco is definitely up to
no good and it has been fun following the build up of what some fans call
“Uglies Unlimited”. Really looking forward to the pay off.

And in that vein, before signing off, on a slightly different
subject; while you did establish Urass was behind Dragon’s trial and
imprisonment, there have been many clues he was also behind the
media campaign against Dragon that ran through the 130’s and 140’s
(presuming he may be the owner of those networks mentioned in 134)
as well as Dark Dragon’s blood transfusion, Judge Coffin’s agenda and
that whole Presidential bid (exactly what was Urass’ goal of sending the
Nuclear man to attack the white house? To prove Dragon was a hero in
the public’s eye and win more votes for the ticket? I'm a little unclear)
The whole Urass plot still feels a little unresolved. He may truly be
“one of Dragon’s greatest foes™ and is responsible for much of Dragon’s
troubles for the past 80 or so issue. Looking forward to some closure on
this as well.

Okay, enough rambling. Thanks again for letting me experience 196 at
the show. Can’t wait for 200. It’s been a long time coming!
