Issue #208 definitely delivered the goods, albeit in a war against evil.
This was more of a sweeping saga that fans were hoping to see in SD #200.
Granted, it’s Malcolm, not his dad, who gets to settle the score in this epic
family feud.

While your garden-variety dictators may head up global consortiums, Mr.
Glum’s rule of Tom Thumb tyranny rears its ugly swollen head by way of
conquered planets, made to bear his mopish mien. A forbidding face only a
God Gun could force a mother to love. But like most evil empires throughout
history, there is a rise... and fall. Thanks in large part to that second-rate
Tony Stark armor knockoff, Glum was able to dominate his enemies (save
for Angel Dragon) and exert his oppressive iron rule. Without the God Gun,
however, emotional triggers served to remind the sullen shrimp’s Angel of
what her Incredible Sulk soul mate had cost her — her humanity, if not her
very soul.

That knockdown drag-out Dragon/Glum brawl was pugilism par
excellence... and the two Angels going at it was double jeopardy dynamite.
The frenzied fracas was fast and furious, but the art wasn’t in the least bit
rushed. Great stuff! My only gripe would be the cover showing Malcolm with
a shredded fin, which didn’t jibe with the story’s visuals. Having “Evil Angel”
blasted in two — on a double-page spread— mirrored the mental schism
of her opposing beliefs... conflicting halves of her psyche, torn asunder by
mounting guilt over her past transgressions. It was “divide and conquer” in
the most literal of terms. Seeing her in the throes of death alongside Angel
Murphy’s reaction was quite wrenching. And so it goes... Dark Angel
(Angel Dragon) was Glum’s Girl Friday (though most gals wouldn’t date
him in a month of Sundays), having previously survived death, thanks to
what Darklord did on a particular Tuesday and Thursday... but no longer.
I’m sure most folks would rather remember her as that sweet, innocent little
girl from bygone days; far less tragic. Ultimately, she was a “b-word”... and
so was karma. They say only dead soldiers see the end of war. Rex Dexter
was a noble warrior, but valor is often accompanied by a hefty price tag — a
remuneration Horridus will continue paying, along with her daughter. (That
shot of her grieving by his grave was very moving.) I’d much rather Rex
didn’t buy the farm... that secret lab was way cooler. R.L.P.

Honestly, I'm glad my favorite erubescent evil-doer — the miniature
martinet that is Glum — isn’t dead (yet). He’s an iconic character who
deserves to endure. At least he got his just deserts. Speaking of “desserts”
— Glum’s skullduggery and sanguinary nature reminds me of the scarlet

Red Skull, whose creation was inspired by... a red cherry. No joke. I also
like to think of Glum as a diminutive doppelganger of Jack Kirby’s despotic
Darkseid; a distilled version. A world-conqueror in his own right, Darkseid
also once corrupted a young, blonde superheroine (Supergirl) by way of
Stockholm (if not Apokolips) syndrome, who was once a grad student at
CHICAGO, of all places. She even came back from the dead, like Angel
(now starring in her own TV show). Hell, the moody midget even reminds
me of Itty Bitty Hellboy, as he is always colored with a flat red, just like the
real Hellboy was, back when he appeared in the pages of SD (#’s 34/35). Hot
Stuff the Little Devil aside, if there is a God, Glum will be bunking in the
same prison cell as Dragon.

That last splash page of Glum’s erstwhile lackey — toasting the downfall
of his former master — was a welcome comedic reprieve from the more
serious contiguous circumstances that transpired. (He won’t be getting
sucker-punched by Evil Angel, anytime soon.) I, too, raise my glass at such
ferocious funnybook fare. They don’t call it “SAVAGE” DRAGON for
nothin’. Well done, sir... Felicitations!

Savage Dragon #208 finally sees the end of the Dimension-X threat of
Mr. Glum and “Evil” Angel Dragon and I must admit I’'m a little bummed
by how it all turned out. I use the term “bummed” instead of “disappointed”
because I wanted to make it clear that although I am not disappointed with
the story itself, I'm just bummed out by how it all went down, if that makes
any sense to you.

One might even suggest that this would make a good
subject for a short backup feature or two in future issues (hint, hint). As for
tyrannical bosses, I'm glad you decided not kill off Mr. Glum in the end. It
just wouldn’t seem right if he didn’t have at least one final confrontation with
Dragon. Are they by any chance in the same prison? Seeing Jennifer still in
stasis at the end of the issue brings up a big question. Did Angel Murphy hear
