2. When her newborn children were kidnapped and still in danger she
was busy making jokes about naming them (I think it was) Huey, Dewy
and Louise.

3. When she and Malcolm had a conversation about eternal youth, her
emphasis was that she would remain eternally “hot” (which I never found
her in the first place).

In general, she seems like an exceptionally conceited and selfish person
who always puts her own desires above all else and only sees things in
terms of the impact they have on her. Also, there is pretty strong evidence
that she would be unfaithful to Malcolm if someone with a larger penis
came along.

Unfortunately time and
time again she says and does things that make that impossible. I feel very
much the way one feels when one of their good friends falls in love with
some they can’t stand. Anyone who has gone through this discovers that
you have to either make peace with the person you don’t like or you and
your friend drift apart. That’s basically where I find myself now when it
comes to my relationship with Malcolm and Savage Dragon.

So what do I think should be done about it? Not a thing. It’s your book,
and you’ve said many times that you enjoy writing and drawing Maxine.
I respect the artistic process, and I believe that it is important that you tell
your story exactly the way you want. I know that you certainly don’t need
my permission to carry on with this book as you see fit, but I wanted to
make it clear that I support you even though, personally, I would love to
see Maxine go. I also respect your talent as a writer/cartoonist. Anyone
who can make me feel this strongly about a funny book character is doing
something very right.

I’m not trying to be contrarian, but as I said, I thought that someone
should express an opposing viewpoint.

I’ve never sent a letter in before, to any comic, but your Savage Dragon
has compelled me to write in and say: I love it! I only discovered SD
recently when it was recommended to me by a friend and I have been on
board since 232.

It is a breath of fresh air and consistently beats what the big two are
putting out hands down. In short, it’s become one of my favourites, along
with Maestros (also published by Image).

What I like is the vibrant artwork featured on the covers and in the
sequentials, the snappy dialogue and engaging plots. I especially like how
each issue is a self-contained story that features a minor villain while
slotting nicely into a larger story arc. As a new reader, there are a lot of
characters and history that I'm not familiar with, but I thoroughly enjoy
each issue regardless.

What struck me about #235 was the exquisite pacing and panelling
hroughout. Your pages have a great rhythm to them and often are
based on a simple six square grid, or are a tidy collection of rows and/or
columns. This allows for an easy reading flow and lends your well-placed
splash pages maximum impact! I wonder if you would say a little about
how you go about panelling and framing your story?

Also striking is the rapid changes of scene, sometimes abruptly and
without transition. I find it really interesting. It gives a feeling that all
hese events are happening concurrently. What is your intention with this
pacing choice? (as opposed to having a few pages of Buffalo Stu together
for example).

Last thing, I think your character designs are great and there are so
many interesting people I want to know about, just from their visual
design. The posturing is always dynamic and on point! One criticism I
have of your artwork is that all the adult characters appear to be the same
age. As a new reader, I'm still trying to work out the relationships between

In some cases--there’s information you don’t have which would be
awkward to continuously dump into each issue to bring everybody up
to speed. Angel’s mom Jennifer was kept in suspended animation in
a tube for 17 years so the two looked very similar in age because they
essentially were very similar in age.

In terms of how I go about setting up panels and pages--my first
priority is clarity. I don’t want there to be a question of which panel
comes next--ever. I also don’t want there to be any confusion as to
whether a panel is a panel--so there’s always a clear and present
gutter between panels.

The book is set in real time. Characters age as you and I do and
because of that--I make a real effort to keep things moving. If a story
continues directly into another I try to have there be some passage of
time over the course of that issue. This is both good and bad. While it
eliminates the padded written-for-the-trade pacing of many modern
comics, some things end up getting glossed over by necessity. Rather
than characters looking for an apartment and moving into that
apartment I might simply have them taking things out of boxes. People
can buy cars between issues or (in the cases of the Dragon children)
get potty trained, learn to walk and start talking between issues. For
readers used to every small bit of minutia and being spoon-fed this
can seem somewhat abrupt and disconcerting. But I’d rather tell 12
tight, punchy stories over a year than a single bloated one detailing
every small piece of action and dialogue. Yes, my stories can be a bit
more challenging because of that. Readers do have to connect a few
dots and read between the lines a bit but I think the end result is more
satisfying.

In terms of deciding what pages to draw what way and how many
panels work for this and that--a lot of that just comes instinctually at
this point. In addition to that, I’ll sometimes set up certain artistic
challenges for myself just to make things interesting. Having every
other spread emulate a Calvin & Hobbes Sunday funnies page in
#236 is an example of that but I’ve done issues where the entire book
is different nine-panel pages or the same six-panel grid or counting
down from a 20-panel grid to a single full page image. Sometimes
these challenges are super obvious and sometimes pretty subtle but it
all keeps me on my toes and keeps me from falling into doing things
the same way, over and over.

In any case--I’m pleased to have you onboard. It’s always nice to
find that new readers can dive right in with no real problems. That’s
the goal, really.

Dear Erik,

I’ve been meaning to write this letter for some time, and yet I’ve been
dreading it a little too.
