First off, about the cover : I’'m curious -- why did you feel you had to modify
it between the preview postings and the actual release? I remember it was all
about removing or obscuring swastikas from that bunch of Nazis. In several
European countries, it is forbidden to put Nazi swastikas (as opposed to the
Buddhist one) on book covers (including historical treatises) or to display it in
public, but I believe it’s not the same in the US, since Master Man and his ilk
can appear on Invaders or Captain America covers all the time. Did you fear it
was giving too much exposure to this sort of (sadly reality-based) character?

Now, on to what really matters. I think I will never get sick of seeing your
heroines kick butt in the raw. It’s like there was something missing all these
years of seeing Angel, Jennifer or Dart jumping around in spine-wrecking
positions. Or rather, something *not* missing : their clothes. Goddamn it, I'm
so fucking hilarious, I should be a comedian. Seriously, with this issue it seems
you are really getting comfortable with drawing naked females, while it felt a
bit awkward in your first outings.

Dimension-X, a fantasy environment in the vein of the great Burroughs
classics, with giant-schlonged monsters running around in their indigenous
habitat. All jokes aside, the whole thing reminds me of those halcyon days of
yore when I was discovering Corben’s *Den*, either in second market issues
of *Métal Hurlant* or in the bookstore version. It goes beyond titillation for
the sake of it. It’s more like our heroes are on a stroll on planet Nudity, so why
in Heaven’s name should you have to worry with censor bars or floating rocks
to hide it ? Again, there’s a classic heroic fantasy vibe to it, while Maxine and
Dragon’s antics are more in the realm of the great Undergrounds and the more

I have to say, Kevin and Mei’s tryst at the end of #228 was a wee-bit
predictable (within the issue, certainly not on a bigger scale), but I wasn’t
expecting its outcome. The Dragon kids are going to have a weird family,
with their cousin being also their uncle or aunt. Then again, next to Franklin
Richards, Rachel Summers or whoever Kang is supposed to be, that looks
almost normal. Generally speaking, out of the regular cast, Kevin is probably

the character whose future intrigues me the most. With him, you seem to
be really aiming at developing a freak trying his best to be a normal Joe,
pretty much what Rock and the Diner crew had become, and it’s always
interesting to see these things unwrap without necessarily evolving into a life
of fisticuffs. Like, it’s obvious from his fight with Bukkake Boy in #229 that
fighting is not Kevin’s forte and that’s a nice change.

I can’t wait to see what is up with Rapture, and also whether or not she’s
an amalgam of all past Raptures or not. The way you handle the merging of
different realities is a novel and bold concept.

I was told that shipping comics into Germany with Swastikas on the
cover would be a problem and I was hoping that removing them would
make that possible. That was part of the reason for altering the cover. I
had problems years ago with a SuperPatriot miniseries and I had hoped
to avoid that.

That’s where I wanted to go via nudity in the book. I didn’t want
it to look or seem gratuitous or especially teasing or titillating--but
rather--natural. Characters can be drawn in a provocative manner or
a functional one and I generally go for functional. Characters aren’t
posing for a photo shoot--they’re going about their business. Same with
sex scenes. I’m not trying to make sex scenes particularly sexy. Sex can be
ugly and messy and gross and--real. The attempt is for something which
feels believable even if it’s set in a world which isn’t.

As for Dimension-X and Rapture...it’s definitely not beyond the reach
of the Merging of Multiple Earths. Glum was even commenting about
feeling (and not feeling) the effects as Earths merged.
