  For the body and head, partially sew the two pieces together using mattress stitch or backstitch, insert stuffing and complete the seam. Repeat with each arm.


  Using picture as guide, embroider the mouth using backstitch and, using glue, attach eyes to the head section.


  For the hat, use the hat pattern from Ha Pea Christmas (page 8) or Ho, Ho, Ho (page 26) or make a hat from felt.


KNITTING BASICS


  WORKING FROM A PATTERN


  Before starting any pattern, always read it through. This will give you an idea of how the design is structured and the techniques that are involved. Each pattern includes the following basic elements:


  
Materials


  This section gives a list of materials required, including the amount of yarn, the sizes of needles and extras.


  
Abbreviations


  Knitting instructions are normally given in an abbreviated form, which saves valuable space. In this book the abbreviations are listed on page 48.


  
Project instructions


  Before starting to knit, read the instructions carefully to understand the abbreviations used, how the design is structured and in which order each piece is worked. However, there may be some parts of the pattern that only become clear when you are knitting them, so do not assume that you are being slow or that the pattern is wrong.


  
Tension (gauge) and selecting correct needle size


  Tension (gauge) can differ quite dramatically between knitters. This is because of the way that the needles and the yarn are held. So if your tension (gauge) does not match that stated in the pattern, you should change your needle size following this simple rule:


  [image: ] If your knitting is too loose, your tension (gauge) will read that you have fewer stitches and rows than the given tension (gauge), and you will need to change to a smaller needle to make the stitch size smaller.


  [image: ] If your knitting is too tight, your tension (gauge) will read that you have more stitches and rows than the given tension (gauge), and you will need to change to a thicker needle to make the stitch size bigger.


  
Making up


  The Making up section in each project will tell you how to join the knitted pieces together. Always follow the recommended sequence.


  
KNITTING A TENSION SWATCH


  No matter how excited you are about a new knitting project and how annoying it seems to have to spend time knitting a tension swatch before you start, please do take the time, as it will not


  be wasted.


  Use the same needles, yarn and stitch pattern as those that will be used for the main work and knit a sample at least 12.5cm (5in) square. Smooth out the finished piece on a flat surface, but do not stretch it.


  To check the stitch tension, place a ruler horizontally on the sample, measure 10cm (4in) across and mark with a pin at each end. Count the number of stitches between the pins.


  To check the row tension, place a ruler vertically on the sample, measure


  10cm (4in) and mark with pins. Count the number of rows between the pins.


  If the number of stitches and rows is greater then specified in the pattern, make a new swatch using larger needles; if it is less, make a new swatch using smaller needles.


  
MAKING A SLIP KNOT


  A slip knot is the basis of all casting-on techniques and is therefore the starting point for almost everything you do in knitting.


  1 Wind the yarn around two fingers twice, as shown. Insert a knitting needle through the first (front) strand and under the second (back) one.
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  2 Using the needle, pull the back strand through the front one to form a loop. Holding the loose ends of the yarn with your left hand, pull the needle upwards, thus tightening the knot.
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CASTING ON


  Casting on is the term used for making a row of stitches to be used as a foundation for your knitting.


  1 Place the slip knot on the needle, leaving a long tail, and hold the needle in your right hand.


  [image: ]


  2 * Wind the loose end of the yarn around your thumb from front to back. Place the ball end of the yarn over your left forefinger.
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  3 Insert the point of the needle under the loop on your thumb. With your right index finger, take the ball end of the yarn over the point of the needle.
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  4 Pull a loop through to form the first stitch. Remove your left thumb from the yarn. Pull the loose end to secure the stitch. Repeat from * until the required number of stitches has been cast on.


  [image: ]


  
THE BASIC STITCHES


  The knit and purl stitches form the basis of all knitted fabrics. The knit stitch is the easiest to learn. Once you have mastered this, you can move on to the purl stitch.


  
Knit stitch


  1 Hold the needle with the cast-on stitches in your left hand, with the loose yarn at the back of the work. Insert the right-hand needle from left to right through the front of the first stitch on the left-hand needle.
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  2 Wrap the yarn from left to right over the point of the right-hand needle.
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  3 Draw the yarn through the stitch, thus forming a new stitch on the right-hand needle.
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  4 Slip the original stitch off the left-hand needle, keeping the new stitch on the right-hand needle. To knit a row, repeat steps 1 to 4 until all the stitches have been transferred from the left-hand needle to the right-hand needle.
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Purl stitch


  1 Hold the needle with the stitches in your left hand, with the loose yarn at the front of the work. Insert the right-hand needle from right to left into the front of the first stitch on the left-hand needle.
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  2 Wrap the yarn from right to left, up and over the point of the right-hand needle.
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  3 Draw the yarn through the stitch, thus forming a new stitch on the right-hand needle.
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  4 Slip the original stitch off the left-hand needle, keeping the new stitch on the right-hand needle. To purl a row, repeat steps 1–4 until all the stitches have been transferred from the left-hand needle to the right-hand needle.
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INCREASING AND DECREASING


  Many projects will require some shaping. This is achieved by increasing or decreasing the number of stitches you are working.


  
Increasing


  The simplest method of increasing one stitch is to work into the front and back of the same stitch. On a knit row, knit into the front of the stitch to be increased into; then, before slipping it off the needle, place the right-hand needle behind the left-hand one and knit again into the back of it (inc). Slip the original stitch off the left-hand needle.


  On a purl row, purl into the front of the stitch to be increased into; then, before slipping it off the needle, purl again into the back of it. Slip the original stitch off the left-hand needle.


  
Decreasing


  The simplest method of decreasing one stitch is to work two stitches together.


  On a knit row, insert the right-hand needle from left to right through two stitches instead of one, then knit them together as one stitch. This is called knit two together (k2tog). On a purl row, insert the right-hand needle from right to left through two stitches instead of one, then purl them together as one stitch. This is called purl two together (p2tog).


  
CASTING OFF


  This is the most commonly used


  method of securing stitches once you have finished a piece of knitting. The cast-off edge should have the same ‘give’ or elasticity as the fabric, and


  you should cast off in the stitch used


  for the main fabric unless the pattern directs otherwise.


  
Knitwise


  Knit two stitches. * Using the point of the left-hand needle, lift the first stitch on the right-hand needle over the second, then drop it off the needle. Knit the next stitch and repeat from * until all stitches have been worked off the left-hand needle and only one stitch remains on the right-hand needle. Cut the yarn, leaving enough to sew in the end, thread the end through the stitch, then slip it off the needle. Draw the yarn up firmly to fasten off.


  
Purlwise


  Purl two stitches. * Using the point of the left-hand needle, lift the first stitch on the right-hand needle over the second and drop it off the needle. Purl the next stitch and repeat from * until all the stitches have been worked off the left-hand needle and only one stitch remains on the right-hand needle. Secure the last stitch as described in casting off knitwise.


SEWING BASICS


  FINISHING TECHNIQUES


  You may have finished knitting but there is one crucial step still to come, the sewing up of the seams. It is tempting to start this as soon as you cast off the last stitch but a word of caution: make sure that you have good light and plenty of time to complete the task.


  
MATTRESS STITCH (SIDE EDGES)


  This stitch makes an almost invisible seam on the knit side of stocking stitch. Thread a tapestry needle with yarn and position the pieces side by side, right sides facing.


  1 Working from the bottom of the seam to the top, come up from back to front at the base of the seam, to the left of the first stitch in from the edge on the left-hand side, and leave a 10cm tail of yarn. Take the needle across to the right-hand piece, to the right of the first stitch, pass the needle under the first two of the horizontal bars that divide the columns of stitches above the cast-on.
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  2 Take the needle across to the left-hand piece, insert the needle down where it last emerged on the left-hand edge, pass the needle under two of the horizontal bars that divide the columns of stitches. Take the needle across to the right-hand piece, insert the needle down through the fabric where it last emerged on the right-hand edge, pass the needle under the first two of the horizontal bars that divide the columns of stitches above the cast-on. Repeat step 2 until the seam has been closed.
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MATTRESS STITCH (TOP AND BOTTOM EDGES)


  Thread a tapestry needle with yarn and position the pieces top and bottom, right sides facing outermost.


  Working left to right, come up from back to front through the centre of first stitch on the right edge of the seam and leave a 10cm tail of yarn. Take the needle across to the top piece, pass the needle under the two loops of the stitch above, then go down again, through the fabric, where the needle emerged on the lower piece. Repeat with the next stitch to the left.
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SATIN STITCH


  Work a series of short straight stitches, parallel to each other, to create a pad of stitches.
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INSERTING STUFFING


  As with all soft toys, how you stuff your doll will directly affect the finished appearance. It is important to stuff firmly, but without stretching the knitting out of place. Always stuff down the extremities, such as the legs and arms, first and mould into shape as you go along. The amount of stuffing needed for each doll depends on the knitting tension and individual taste.
