I was sick and needed help.

			Help can come in many forms. Trust me, I tried them all. I was game for anything I could do to feel better. But the truth is that I had a lot of work to do, and there was no easy fix. Kind of like how “success” wasn’t the fix either. I had to completely shift the way I lived my life. I had to get uncomfortably honest with my self-serving and ego-driven ways. I had to own my shallow goals and reprioritize what mattered most to me. I had to establish new boundaries for myself and with other people in my life. I had to go to therapy every single week for several years and take antidepressants and Xanax—our world’s newest vitamin. See, sometimes feeling better can’t happen overnight, especially when what got us sick in the first place took years to develop.

			But today, I am here to offer hope, and I am here to offer answers and suggestions, because my hope is that no one ever has to feel the way I did. For the past ten years, I have traveled the country sharing my story on stages in an attempt to help others. I have spoken to students, educators, employees, executives, criminals, veterans, victims of domestic violence, churchgoers, volunteers, and influencers—my message has never changed. I believe that we humans are all the same—we want to feel loved, that our life has purpose and meaning, that we are seen and heard, that we have gifts to offer the world, that we are worthy and enough, that our words and actions are meaningful, that we belong, and that we are good. I believe that we can create a world where everyone knows how much and why they matter, and, in doing so, not only will our own lives change, but we will create a world like we have never seen before. “How?” you ask. It’s simple…one Monday at a time.

Of course, life will always offer its challenges and seasons, but there is a deeper meaning to all of it that never waivers. What if we all asked ourselves—and the world—these questions: “Why not take better care of our health? Why not show one another more love and kindness? Why not shoot for the stars?” See, answering “Why not?” is actually harder than answering the question of “Why?” Don’t believe me? Try asking someone one of those three questions, and see if they can give you a good reason not to do what you are asking. Then, why not make every question a “Why not?” question and see how it starts to change your life. Why? Because there isn’t anything you can’t accomplish. Asking “Why not?” matters.

			TAKE ACTION

			HIGH: Host a “Why not?” gathering for friends and have everyone share a dream or a goal they’ve always wanted to accomplish. After each person shares their dream, start asking “Why not?” By the end of the gathering, everyone should be out of excuses and ready to take on their goals.

			MEDIUM: What’s feeling beyond your reach? Maybe it is something at home or work or a personal goal of yours. Turn it into a “Why not?” question, and go for it. You just might find that it is a lot closer to becoming a reality than you realized.

			LOW: State something you wish could happen and turn it into a “Why not?” question. For example: “I wish everyone had enough food to eat,” becomes “Why not end hunger?” Then answer your question with a way you can help. For example, buy extra food and donate it weekly. Why not?
