Where did the inspiration for Misfit City come from?

Naomi, how did you go about designing the town and
these fantastic treasure-hunting gals?

Franquiz: | got the chance last year to get a good look at
the Pacific Northwest (via Oregon and Vancouver, BC) and
maybe I'm a little (read: a lot) obsessed with the whole “misty
mountain/forest” aesthetic. | mean, all I've known is hot, flat,
cypress-swamp and palmetto-studded forests. Suffice to say
I'm drawing the town with all my favorite memories from those
trips. The girls, however, are a mix-up of friends | grew up with,
attitudes | love, and fashion it's WAY too hot to wear down here.

Which character do you relate to the most? The least?

Smith: | relate to Karma the most, because she’s an innocent
optimist. My heart belongs mostly to Pippin, though, because
she’s based on real-life Pippin.
