The Thirteenth Floor.

IT'S SAID all good things must come to an
end - a phrase which originated with Geoffrey
Chaucer, one of the few things | remember
from my schooldays - but remembering old
comic stories that's no problem at all!. So,
here we are with the third and final collection
of The Thirteenth Floor from Eagle, one of the
most fondly remembered strips of the 1980s.
Originating in the short-lived Seream! comic in
1984, The Thirteenth Floor was one of only two
strips to survive the merger with Eagle later in
the year. It continued there for a very impressive
two and a half years, cementing itself in the
memories of a generation of comic readers. Back
then computers were playing an increasingly
important part in our lives, mostly beneficial,
though the 1983 film War Games demonstrated
that things could go very badly wrong! The strips
popularity is easy to understand as, apart from
the superlative writing and art, The Thirteenth
Flooris essentially a revenge story as Max makes
bullies, cheats, criminals and petty bureaucrats,
who can't see any other side but their own,
confront their behaviour. Which of us at some
point, hasn't wished that we had a guardian
like Max to protect our family and friends? Still,
perhaps Alexa will evolve at some point......

Recently | had the opportunity to chat with Eagle
editor David Hunt about that last year of The
Thirteenth Floor.

PT: By this point The Thirteenth Floor was well
established. Did John and Alan discuss any
of the scripts with you or ask for any input?

DH: It was fitting when Max became homesick
post his various Pringles Department Store
adventures, that the malevolent computer
would return to Maxwell Towers where once
again he could care for its beloved residents.
The creators, John and Alan, would never push
any story they wrote past its sell by date and we
all agreed that this 3rd phase would be Max's
end game. Apart from being aware to tone down
any gratuitous violence from time to time (very
little), The Thirteenth Floor was their incredible
creation and | never had the temerity or need to
have input into their story.

PT: Were there any scripts where you asked for
any changes?

DH: No.

PT: The scripts must have been great fun to write
- Alan has said that the series is one of his
favourites. Did you get the impression that
they were enjoying themselves?

DH: Yes. Max’s narration as each adventure story
unfolded was often hilarious at times. Their
dark humour was just perfect and | often
pictured the pair grinning with pleasure as
they created their scripts.

John and Alan liked to write topical stories.
With the Karate Kid film fresh in readers
minds they introduced Master Max, training
young Kelvin in Max-Fu, the ancient and
noble art of self defence.

Did this topicality generate any more feedback
from readers?

You'll know that the story was extremely
popular with the readership and because
J & A were bang on the mark with anything
topical you can be certain the page turners
were devouring the scenes created by
themselves and the wonderful artist.

The wacky Kung Fu philosopy of Master Max
is still very funny “Fly on the wall never hear
of chocolate pudding -but still he eat plenty”
for example. The dialogue is just first class,
very realistic.

As said, the writers made it all seem easy
which it certainly wasn't.

Another very topical story at this time had
Max taking on the KGB computer Boris. In
1986 the Russians were still very much the
bad guys, with the fall of the Berlin Wall still
a few years in the future. Rocky IV had been
released in January 1986 with Rocky taking
on a Russian boxer so the Cold War was very
much on the readers minds.

DH: Boris!!!! Not sure our PM ever read The
Thirteenth Floor, but how relevant that
name is today. When one thinks of recent
happenings ... the Novichok Salisbury
poisonings, the tragic Grenfell Tower fire
... then events that happened within the
forbidden floor in the 80s at Maxwell Towers
take on a whole new meaning.

PT: After defeating Boris we find that allis not well
with Max as he starts to play very dangerous
practical jokes on innocent tenants. There’s
areal sense of danger as everyday objects are
turned against the residents. Another fresh
and original story from John and Alan.

DH: And all leading to the inevitable and dramatic
finale of The Thirteenth Floor story.

PT: We've discussed John and Alan’s scripting and
need to acknowledge the atmospheric and
moody art of José Ortiz which perfectly suited
the strip. Did you have much contact with him?

DH: | first had the honour of marvelling at José
Ortiz's artwork when he drew The Tower King
for the launch issue of the New Eagle, written
by Alan Hebden. He also went on to develop the
House of Daemon story, so | was well aware of
this talented Spanish artist who | think was on
the books of Bardon Art run by Barry Coker. The
Thirteenth Floor was the perfect fit for him as
the writers gave him full rein to let him indulge
his vivid imagination and go on to create
powerful and compelling artwork. This double-
act was up there with other great duos such as
Mills/Colquhoun and Wagner/Western.

PT: As 1986 winds down there was a very touching
story, which is a favourite of mine, when Max
fulfils the dream of elderly Esme Honeyrose
to drive in a demolition derby of all things. A
beautiful mix of pathos, action and humour.

DH: One of the true marks of respect | can pay any
writer is an ability to mix great drama with

pathos and sometimes touching stories. The
lads must both have been in good moods when
they created the Esme Honeyrose saga. It was
a welcome distraction from the often powerful
grimness and malevolence of the story.

With a relaunch of the Eagle scheduled for the
beginning of March 1987 at what point was it
decided to finish The Thirteenth Floor? Whose
decision was it- yours or John and Alan’s?

Eagle was due for a makeover and, as said, the
boys were also on course for wrapping up the
series. No one wants something as good as the
Thirteenth Floor to finish, but John and Alan
were never a creative force to let a story limp
on and eventually disappoint the readership.
To its eternal credit it finished as a No.1 story.

Any final thoughts on The Thirteenth Floor?

To my mind it was simply a story way ahead
of its time. In the Eagle offices in the mid-80s
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we were just starting to get to grips with
computers plonked on to our desks, so whilst
we marvelled at the ingenuity of this technical
revolution, the ground breaking Thirteenth Floor
creation had already been around for some
time. And, thanks to Rebellion, it will hopefully
still delight today's readers.

Max continued as editor of Eagle right up until
its final issue in January 1994 and the last
sentence of that final editorial was “Who knows,
we might all meet up again one day” and that
is exactly what happened. Rebellion published a
Scream! & Misty Special in October 2017 with a
new Thirteenth Floor story and, after a follow up
the next year there was a full Scream! & Misty
Present The Thirteenth Floor Special in 2019.
2018 had also seen Max allow his Thirteenth Floor
as a meeting place for misfit team The Vigilant!
All of which goes to prove that you cant keep a
good man...err computer down!

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JOHN WAGNER

One of the most influential names in British comics, JOHN WAGNER
started his professional career in the industry working for DC
Thomson in Dundee. Sub-editing various titles including the weekly
girls' comic Romeo, Wagner became a freelance writer in the early
seventies, forming a successful writing partnership with Pat Mills
on IPC humour titles, including Gor!! and Whizzer and Chips.

Soon after, he made the move down south, joining IPC’s staff,

where he initially edited titles like Princess Tina, before helping

to develop Battle Picture Weekly, and took over editorial duties
on the ailing boys’ weekly, Valiant.

Wagner made his most significant mark on British comics when

working as a writer on 2000 AD and Starlord, where he co-created

several memorable strips including, Judge Dredd, Robo-Hunter
and Strontium Dog.

Throughout the last five decades he has also worked for most of
the big US publishers on series such as Star Wars, The Punisher,
Aliens and Batman.

His A History of Violence graphic novel was turned into a critically
acclaimed movie by David Cronenberg in 2005.
