The bad analogy is 
making a sandwich at home. You make it the way 
you like. You don’t put things on it that you don’t 
want to eat.

We would have to check the material and see how 
much of it we can logistically fit into a book like the 
compendiums. But with the latest news that broke 
with Sam & Twitch and Hollywood, those chances 
have certainly increased.
